Looking back

Calming and consistent words from the Fed helped markets overcome their tendency to overreact, bringing them back in sync with Fed projections.
Excessive optimism in late December and into January had markets pricing in more than six Fed rate cuts by the end of 2024, well above the Fed's
three-cut projection from September. Progress on reducing inflation slowed in the early part of the quarter, to the point that markets saw fewer than
three cuts in 2024, with the start date easing later in the year. The Fed's meeting on March 20, 2024 affirmed its commitment to its 2% inflation target
and its desire to cut rates, even with higher projected growth in 2024, slightly lower unemployment rate and higher core inflation. Fed Chair Powell
reiterated that inflation’s path is going to be bumpy, and that is why the Fed is moving carefully to get inflation down sustainably. Early in the quarter,
the disconnect between the Fed and markets had the December 2024 fed funds futures implied rate nearly 0.50% below the yield on the 2-year
Treasury, the one most closely linked to Fed policy, given its short maturity; by quarter-end, these were virtually the same.

Treasury yields rose across the curve during the quarter, primarily in February. The 10-year Treasury yield started the quarter at 3.88%, rose to 4.32% in
mid-February and again in mid-March, before ending the quarter at 4.20%. While all fixed-income sectors except mortgage-backed securities (MBS)
outperformed comparable duration Treasuries in the first quarter, according to Bloomberg data, only emerging markets, high yield, commercial MBS
(CMBS), asset-backed securities, and agency sectors posted positive total returns, while Treasury Inflation-Protected Securities (TIPS), credit, Treasury,
MBS and the aggregate index posted negative total returns.

Performance

Federated Hermes Corporate Bond Fund Ré Shares returned 0.00% at net asset value (NAV) for the three months ended March 31, 2024. That
compares with the Bloomberg US Credit Index return of -0.41% and the Bloomberg US High Yield 2% Issuer Capped Index return of 1.47%. The
blended benchmark, consisting of 25% of the Bloomberg US Credit Index and 75% of the Bloomberg US High Yield 2% Issuer Capped Index, returned
0.06%. The fund’s total return for the period also reflected actual cash flows, transaction costs and other expenses that were not reflected in the return
of the blended benchmark.

We exited the quarter maintaining both an underweight position to the high-yield asset class, and the reduced exposure to cyclical end markets. The
fund ended the period targeting a neutral duration position relative to the benchmark. The portfolio remains committed to adjust the overall
positioning in response to changes in valuation and credit quality.

The ratings referred to in the quality breakdown are provided by S&P Global Ratings, Moody’s, and Fitch. The allocation of ratings presented aligns
with the methodology of the Bloomberg index. Bloomberg employs the middle rating from S&P Global Ratings, Moody's, and Fitch to determine a
security’s credit classification, essentially following a “two-out-of-three” rule. In cases where only two agencies rate a security, the more conservative
(lower) rating is utilized. If only one agency rates a security, that single rating is used. Additionally, certain securities may not have a credit rating from
any of the agencies, and they are categorized as “not rated.” For clarity, credit ratings of A or better are indicative of high credit quality, while BBB
represents good credit quality and the lowest tier of investment grade. Ratings of BB and below are assigned to lower-rated securities, often referred
to as “junk bonds,” and credit ratings of CCC or below indicate a high level of default risk. This breakdown doesn’t consider the impact of credit
derivatives in the fund.

30-day yield (also known as “SEC yield”) is a compounded and annualized figure calculated according to a formula set by the SEC. The formula
requires use of a specific methodology for calculating dividends and interest earned, and expenses accrued, during the period, and reflects the
maximum offering price per fund share. The standardized computation is designed to facilitate yield comparisons among different funds. In the
absence of temporary expense waivers or reimbursements, the 30-day yield would have been 4.71% for R6 Shares, 4.62% for Institutional Shares and
4.17% for A Shares.

The fund’s Institutional Shares commenced operations on January 28, 2008. For the period prior to the commencement of operations of the Institu-
tional Shares, the performance information shown is for the fund’s A Shares. The performance of the A Shares has not been adjusted to reflect the
expenses applicable to the Institutional Shares since the Institutional Shares have a lower expense ratio than the expense ratio of the A Shares. The
performance of the A Shares has been adjusted to reflect the absence of sales charges and adjusted to remove any voluntary waiver of fund expenses
related to the A Shares that may have occurred prior to commencement of operations of the Institutional Shares.

Definitions

Alpha shows how much or how little return is generated, given the risk a
portfolio takes. A portfolio with an alpha greater than 0 has earned more
than expected given its beta—meaning the portfolio has generated
excess return without increasing risk. A portfolio with a negative alpha is
producing a lower return than would be expected given its risk.

Beta measures a portfolio’s volatility relative to the market. A beta greater
than 1.00 suggests the portfolio has historically been more volatile than
the market as measured by the fund’s benchmark. A beta less than 1.00
suggests the portfolio has historically had less volatility relative to the
market.

Sharpe ratio is calculated by dividing a fund’s annualized excess return
by the fund’s annualized standard deviation. The higher the Sharpe ratio,
the better the fund's historical risk adjusted performance.

Standard deviation is a historical measure of the variability of returns
relative to the average annual return. A higher number indicates higher
overall volatility.

Up capture ratio/down capture ratio is a measure of how well a
manager was able to replicate or improve on periods of positive
benchmark returns and how badly the manager was affected by periods
of negative benchmark returns. The up-market capture ratio is a measure
of a manager's performance in up markets relative to the index during the
same period. For example, a ratio value of 115 indicates that the
manager has outperformed the market index by 15% in periods when the
index has risen. The down-market capture ratio is the direct opposite of
the up-market capture ratio, gauging performance of the manager
relative to the index in down markets. A ratio value of 80 would indicate
the manager had declined on 80% as much as the declining overall
market, indicating relative outperformance.

Weighted average bond price is the weighted average of all individual
bond prices within a portfolio.

Weighted average coupon is the weighted average interest payment of
all individual debt securities within a portfolio.

Weighted average effective duration (sometimes called “Option-
Adjusted Duration”) is a measure of a security’s price sensitivity to
changes in interest rates calculated using a model that recognizes that
the probability of a bond being called or remaining outstanding until
maturity may vary if market interest rates change, and that makes
adjustments based on a bond’s embedded options (e.g., call rights, or in

the case of a mortgage-backed security, the probability that homeowners
will prepay their mortgages), if any, based on the probability that the
options will be exercised. A fund’s weighted average effective duration
will equal the market value weighted average of each bond’s effective
duration in the fund's portfolio. As with any model, several assumptions
are made so the weighted average effective duration of a fund in the
Federated Hermes family of funds may not be comparable to other funds
outside of the Federated Hermes family of funds. Securities with longer
durations are more sensitive to changes in interest rates than securities of
shorter durations.

Weighted average effective maturity is the average time to maturity of
debt securities held in the fund.

Weighted average yield to maturity is used to determine the rate of
return an investor would receive if a long-term, interest-bearing
investment, such as a bond, is held to its maturity date. It takes into
account purchase price, redemption value, time to maturity, coupon yield
and the time between interest payments.

Bloomberg US Corporate High Yield 2% Issuer Capped Index is an
issuer-constrained version of the flagship US Corporate High Yield Index,
which measures the USD-denominated, high yield, fixed-rate corporate
bond market. The index follows the same rules as the uncapped version,
but limits the exposure of each issuer to 2% of the total market value and
redistributes any excess market value index wide on a pro rata basis. The
index was created in 2002, with history backfilled to January 1, 1993.

Bloomberg US Credit Index is composed of all publicly issued,
fixed-rate, nonconvertible, investment-grade corporate debt. Issues are
rated at least Baa by Moody'’s Investors Service or BBB by S&P Global
Ratings's, if unrated by Moody’s. Collateralized Mortgage Obligations
(CMOs) are not included. Total return comprises price
appreciation/depreciation and income as a percentage of the original
investment.
