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Highlights
» Equity and fixed-income credit markets rallied during the quarter, driven by exceptional economic strength in the U.S.

« Interest rates increased as incoming data indicated a strong labor market and consumer spending may potentially reignite inflation which had
fallen during the second half of 2023

« The Federal Reserve (Fed) maintained the fed funds rate at its current level throughout the quarter and communicated it would have patience
before beginning to reduce interest rates. Globally, several central banks began to ease their monetary policy

« The yield curve initially steepened in January, but then reversed and flattened as investors priced in a slower pace of monetary easing
« The U.S. dollar strengthened against most other currencies as foreign central banks are seen lowering interest rates more quickly than the Fed

Looking back

Interest rates rose in the first quarter, reversing part of the big decline in the fourth quarter of 2023 when 10-year Treasury rates fell from 5% to 3.8%.
The 10-year Treasury ended the first quarter at 4.2%, boosted by surprisingly strong increases in both employment and inflation that prompted the
market to price in fewer cuts in the fed funds rate in 2024. Risk assets like stocks and corporate bond spreads continued to richen, encouraged by
robust economic growth and solid corporate earnings.

All sectors of the taxable bond market outperformed Treasuries during the first quarter with the exception of government agency mortgage-backed
securities (MBS), which underperformed due to diminished demand from banks. The best-performing sectors, in order of decreasing excess returns
relative to comparable-duration Treasuries, were emerging markets (EM) bonds, high-yield bonds, commercial MBS (CMBS), bank loans,
investment-grade (IG) corporate bonds, trade finance loans and asset-backed securities. Within the corporate bond market, financials performed
better than utilities and industrials, and within MBS the best performers were higher coupon MBS and 15-year MBS.

Performance

Federated Hermes Strategic Income Fund Institutional Shares had a total return at net asset value of 1.63% for the quarter, outperforming its blended
benchmark return of 1.39%. The fund’s return also outperformed the Bloomberg US Aggregate Bond Index, a commonly used barometer of
performance for the broad high-quality bond market, which returned -0.78%.

How we are positioned
Our view at the beginning of the year was that a recession in the U.S. was unlikely and the six 25 basis point cuts in the fed funds rate that were priced
into the market would not be realized. On both accounts, the markets have moved more in line with our view.

While Treasury bond yields were increasing during the first quarter, we tactically moved the portfolio duration to equal that of the benchmark. We now
think Treasury bond yields are priced attractively, making us more likely to increase duration. We continue to see value in MBS and EM bonds. We also
continue to be positioned for a steepening of the yield curve. We continue to have a less than benchmark allocation to high-yield bonds as we think
credit spreads are unattractive at current levels.

Definitions

Alpha shows how much or how little return is generated, given the risk a
portfolio takes. A portfolio with an Alpha greater than 0 has earned more
than expected given its Beta-meaning the portfolio has generated excess
return without increasing risk. A portfolio with a negative Alpha is
producing a lower return than would be expected given its risk.

Beta measures a portfolio’s volatility relative to the market. A beta greater
than 1.00 suggests the portfolio has historically been more volatile than
the market as measured by the fund’s benchmark. A beta less than 1.00
suggests the portfolio has historically had less volatility relative to the
market.

Correlation is the degree to which one variable (here, the fund's returns)
fluctuates relative to another (the returns of the fund’s benchmark).
Correlation ranges from 1.00, when two variables move identically in the
same direction, to -1.00, when two variables move identically in the
opposite direction.

R-squared indicates what percentage of a portfolio’s movement in
performance is explained by movement in performance of the market.
R-squared ranges from 0 to 100, and a score of 100 suggests that all
movements of a portfolio’s performance are completely explained by
movements in the market as measured by the fund’s benchmark.

Standard deviation is a historical measure of the variability of returns
relative to the average annual return. A higher number indicates higher
overall volatility.

Weighted average coupon is the weighted average interest payment of
all individual debt securities within a portfolio.

Weighted average effective duration (sometimes called “Option-
Adjusted Duration”) is a measure of a security’s price sensitivity to
changes in interest rates calculated using a model that recognizes that
the probability of a bond being called or remaining outstanding until
maturity may vary if market interest rates change, and that makes
adjustments based on a bond’s embedded options (e.g., call rights, or in
the case of a mortgage-backed security, the probability that homeowners
will prepay their mortgages), if any, based on the probability that the
options will be exercised. A fund’s weighted average effective duration

will equal the market value weighted average of each bond’s effective
duration in the fund’s portfolio. As with any model, several assumptions
are made so the weighted average effective duration of a fund in the
Federated Hermes family of funds may not be comparable to other funds
outside of the Federated Hermes family of funds. Securities with longer
durations are more sensitive to changes in interest rates than securities of
shorter durations.

Weighted average effective maturity is the average time to maturity of
debt securities held in the fund.

Weighted average yield to maturity is used to determine the rate of
return an investor would receive if a long-term, interest-bearing
investment, such as a bond, is held to its maturity date. It takes into
account purchase price, redemption value, time to maturity, coupon yield
and the time between interest payments.

Bloomberg Emerging Markets Seasoned ex Aggregate/Eurodollar
Index is the emerging markets debt component of the Bloomberg US
Universal Bond Index and is generally at least 80% non-investment grade.

Bloomberg US Aggregate Bond Index is an unmanaged index
composed of securities from the Bloomberg Government/Corporate
Bond Index, the Mortgage-Backed Securities Index and the Asset-Backed
Securities Index. Total return comprises price appreciation/depreciation
and income as a percentage of the original investment. Indices are
rebalanced montEly by market capitalization.

Bloomberg US Corporate High Yield 2% Issuer Capped Index is an
issuer-constrained version of the flagship US Corporate High Yield Index,
which measures the USD-denominated, high yield, fixed-rate corporate
bond market. The index follows the same rules as the uncapped version,
but limits the exposure of each issuer to 2% of the total market value and
redistributes any excess market value index wide on a pro rata basis. The
index was created in 2002, with history backfilled to January 1, 1993.
